Research Support Grants Application Notes
Awards are made on a competitive basis. Applicants will be notified of the outcome of their application approximately 4 weeks after the deadlines. In the event of a successful application, applicants will be asked for their bank details so a transfer of funds can be made (this process can take up to 4-6 weeks).
Rules

· We encourage research students to present their work to at least one conference during their course of study. Priority for conference funding will be given to research students who have not yet presented. Funding for attendance without presenting will only be considered with strong support and justification by the supervisor
· Only one non-conference application will be considered in any one round
· Applications must be accompanied by a case for support from the applicant’s supervisor. You must ensure that you give your supervisor enough time to consider your application and submit it to the PG Office by the deadline specified; late applications will not be considered
· Feedback is required within one month of any activity that you have undertaken; any student does that not meet this requirement will be informed that no further applications will be considered. Feedback should be submitted electronically in the form of:
· A copy of a poster that you presented

· A small write up of any conference you attended and how it was relevant to your research

· A summary of any summer school or study abroad that you undertook

· A summary of the experiment you completed

· If you are applying retrospectively for funds, then feedback must be submitted within one month of any grant received

Decision Process

Applications are sent to Postgraduate Advisors for consideration. As the funds available can be low during certain deadlines, the PG Advisors can make their decisions based on the following:

· How much money a student has been granted in previous rounds from all years of study

· How much money a student has been granted in the particular year of application
· How many conferences a student has already attended in previous rounds from all years of study

· How many conferences a student has attended in the particular year of application

· Year of study the student is in, preference is given to students in years 1-3 or the part time equivalent
· In any given round, preference is given to students applying for their first conference
· Ranking of applications if a student is submitting more than one application in any one round

Maximum Grants

· Maximum award for non-conference applications - £500.00
· Maximum awards for conferences in one year - £750.00

For senior students who apply for conference funding having not applied in previous years the limit may be relaxed
How to Apply

· Complete Part 1 of the application form and email this to your supervisor copying in Toni.Noble@ed.ac.uk
· Request that your supervisor complete Part 2 of the application form and email the form directly to Toni.Noble@ed.ac.uk. Part 3 will then be completed with details of previous approved applications
· All applications must be emailed in Word format
· Please ensure that you give your supervisor enough time, it is recommended that you inform your supervisor prior to the deadline that you will be submitting so they can expect the application and return it to the PG Office in time for consideration
