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The Royal Edinburgh Hospital – is in the Morningside area of the city and is situated off Morningside Park.  As you head in towards the hospital you will see a tall blue and white striped building on the right of the car park and this is Kennedy Tower.  For your information, Kennedy Tower operates a buzzer entry system.

Trains – Travel into Waverly station and exit the station onto Princes Street where you can then catch the 11, 15 or 16 bus service into Morningside.
Travelling by bus from city centre – Numbers 5 (from North Bridge), 11, 15, 16 (from Princes Street) & 23 (from Hanover Street).  Buses run every 10-15 minutes to Morningside and you should get off at the nearest stop to Marks and Spencer in Morningside.

Travelling by car – Morningside can be easily accessed from the Edinburgh City Bypass by taking the Lothianburn exit and heading for the city centre (A702).  This road will lead you straight to Morningside Road and the hospital is signposted from the main road (turning left at Morningside Park which is next to Marks and Spencer). If using satellite navigation, the postcode is EH10 5HF.
Parking – Parking is free on hospital grounds but it is often quite tricky to find a space. You do not need to obtain a ticket and can park anywhere other than ‘reserved’, disabled (unless a blue badge holder), red or yellow lines. If parking is unavailable on hospital grounds there is the option to pay to park on most of the streets in the surrounding area (Comiston Road, Morningside Road and Colinton Road - parking fees can of course be reimbursed).  There are also some streets further south into Morningside in the Balcarres Street area that offer ‘free parking’, but again spaces can be limited.
