         Airway Pressure Release Ventilation (APRV) on Draeger Ventilators (Deirdre Gosling)

The View From The Bed: a patient's experience of ICU (Catriona Mackenzie)
Catriona, a 33 year old full time civil servant, spent time on ICU about two years ago following a week of flu like 

symptoms. Having wended her way through NHS24, and out of hours GP appointment and A&E, she was 

sedated and ventilated the night she arrived at hospital and woke up 11 days later following surgery. She spent a

total of four weeks in hospital, including a further round of sedation and ventilation, and experienced 

hallucinations and delirium during her stay. Catriona will share her experience of being a patient on ICU and 

life afterwards.

         Chest Auscultation Techniques (Amber Kennedy)

Having knowledge of chest auscultation and what different clinical findings could mean can help you to optimise your patient care by good positioning and different interventions.  This tutorial session will go over how to examine the 
chest and create a differential diagnosis from clinical findings.



 A Host Of Golden Daffodils (Sophie Falconer)
The death of a loved one in the ICU is often an unexpected and traumatic event that is a truly devastating experience 

for any family member to have to go through.   The nurses on ICU wanted to show that they remember the 

patients who have died on the unit and their loved ones long after they have gone.  A book of remembrance

and a yearly memorial service is now run to help support bereaved families and show that they are still remembered.  

This tutorial will explore these processes in more detail.
