Writer and historian William Dalrymple accepts honorary degree

Acclaimed writer and historian William Dalrymple will receive an Honorary Degree from the
University of Edinburgh tomorrow (Tuesday, 30 June).

Edinburgh-born Mr Dalrymple, who is also an art historian and curator, as well as a
prominent broadcaster and critic, will receive a Doctor of Letters at a ceremony in the city’s
Usher Hall.

Mr Dalrymple wrote the highly praised bestseller In Xanadu when he was twenty-two. His
subsequent work City of Djinns won the Thomas Cook Travel Book Award and the Sunday
Times Young British Writer of the Year Award.

A co-founder of the Jaipur Literature Festival, Mr Dalrymple has also been awarded the
French Prix D'Astrolabe for The Age of Kali, the Wolfson Prize for History for White
