You have accepted by 31 July an unconditional firm offer 
to study at the University.

You will be studying in Edinburgh for the whole of the 
academic year starting in September.

Application Process

• Apply via your MyED portal once you have an accepted 
an offer to study at The University of Edinburgh 
(www.myed.ed.ac.uk)

• Applications are processed from March/April onwards, 
or once you have accepted your Unconditional Firm 
offer

• You will receive an email with details of your offer, and 
must respond within 3 days

• Accepting the offer will include:
- accepting the terms & conditions of the lease
- setting up a payment plan for your rent
