
Rullion Green Woodland Creation

Analysis of key viewpoints using Map 
Maker Prospect 



Viewpoints 

Following on from initial landscape and v iewpoint analysis, five viewpoints 
were identified to be representative of key views onto or out from the site. 
A single viewpoint could be classified as being an ôinternalõ view from 
within the site, and four as being ôexternalõ views onto the site, two from 
public roads and two from well -frequented or important locations within 
the Park.

The Map Maker Prospect programme was then used to generate various 
computer images of the proposed woodland as seen from the identified 
v iewpoints.

For each of the v iewpoints, plan and perspective images have been 
generated using digital design information.  The plans show the location 
of the v iewpoint, the breadth of v iew used in the perspective, and the 
footprint of the design of the proposed woodland at Rullion Green.  

The v iews selected were from the following locations.  Viewpoint one, 
two, four and five are as those used as shown on Map 1, v iewpoint six is 
not shown on the map, and perspectives were not generated for v iew 3, 
as it is covered by v iew two : -

1. A702 at House of Muir - This location marks the southernmost point on 
the road from where the site can be v iewed.

2. A702 southbound ðthis provides a snapshot of limited v iews available 
up the Glencorse Burn valley.  I t provides a more intimate version of the 
distant v isibility from v iewpoint 3

3. Northern Midlothian ðthis wide viewpoint has not been used as a 
clearer picture of the v isual impact is gained from v iewpoint 2

4. Castlelaw Hill ðthis shows a typical v iew available from the summit of 
the well -used high ground to the north of the site.

5. Core Path to Turnhouse Hill ð this ôinternalõ is from the core path heading up 
towards Turnhouse Hill, and it prov ides clear v iews over the Battlefield of 
Rullion Green. 

6. Rullion Green Battlefield ð This shows the v iew from the position occupied by 
the Covenanterõs forces, overlooking the Government lines

In addition to the v isual perspectives, the following report a map showing the 
v iewpoints and context of the site, a copy of the draft design, and 
orthographic viewpoints of the current woodland layout, and the future 
layout, including Rullion Green Wood.

One map v iew and two panoramas have been produced for each 
v iewpoint: -

Map View ð the map shows the location of the v iew point and the direction 
and breadth of the v iew, as well as the design footprint in v ibrant colours to 
represent species mixes, and the location of existing woodland. 

Panorama 2023 ð the upper image prov ides a perspective image in the 
Timeline 2023, before any new planting. Information on existing woodlands is 
gleaned from the National Forest Inventory, with the woodland being 
classed/shaded as broadleaved, coniferous, or mixed.  Note that small 
woodlands, trees lines etc. are unlikely to be represented.  

Panorama 2064 ð the lower image shows the woodland design as it will appear 
in roughly 40 years time, using yield class predictions to produce tree heights. 
Existing woodland is shown as it is in 2023 (i.e. not including for any future 
growth), with the new woodland in autumn colours, with existing woodlands in 
grey.
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
